B. TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

Scope of work shall include all the schedule of items as described in the enclosed schedule covering all the items required for completing the work.

The work is complete labour and contract with all leads and lifts including transport etc., needed for execution of works. The quantities given in the schedule of items are   approximate and may vary.  Some of the items may not be executed.  But no claim by the contractor on account of such omission or modifications shall be entertained. Payment for the work done shall   be made at quoted rates for scheduled items only.  Escalation in   rates shall not be allowed on any account.

The contractor shall visit the work site and acquaint himself of the   conditions prevailing before submission of tender.

No extra items shall be executed by the contractor without prior consent of the Engineer-in charge of the work in writing. The rates for such items shall be agreed upon before commencement of such items of work. If the work has not been performed satisfactorily, necessary deduction shall be made from the payments due to the contractor. Decision of the Engineer-in-charge regarding devaluation in respect of unsatisfactory work shall be final and binding on the contractor.

The period of contract will be 6 months from the date specified in the work order.

The rates quoted shall include wages for Sundays and Holidays payable to labourers as per the statutory regulations and rates shall include supervision charge also. 

5.
Disinfectants, detergents, insecticides and equipment for sanitation and public Health activities shall be arranged by KIOCL Limited on free of cost.
