1. The work shall generally be governed by KIOCL Ltd’s General Conditions of Contract which is available for reference in the office of Senior Manager (Projects & PC) on all working days.

2. Scope of work in this contract broadly covers the following.

As per Special conditions of contract                   

3. The quantities given in the schedule of items are approxi​mate and may vary, some of the items may or may not be executed.  No claim by the contractor on account of variations, omis​sions and modifications will be entertained.

4. No escalation is admissible on any account whatsoever. 

5. Mode of measurements for the work shall be as per IS-1200 latest edition unless otherwise specified for items not covered in IS-1200, CPWD standard shall be adopted.

6. Rates quoted against schedule items shall include all mate​rials, labour, machinery expenses and hire charges, all taxes (except service tax), royalties, transport, maintenance incidents, enabling works etc.  based on  the conditions mentioned herein.   Unless otherwise specified in the tender schedule the rates for all items will be deemed to include all leads, lifts and decents in the work.

7. The work executed shall be maintained in a good condition for a period of SIX MONTHS from the date of completion including repair required if any at contractor's cost. If the contractor fails to fulfill his obligation during the maintenance period, the same shall be got done by the owner at contractor's risk and cost.

Our Company comes under Factories Act, Rules, Regulations, byelaws and orders made thereunder. Hence the Contractors must abide by the same.

(i) No persons shall be employed without Initial Training on Safety as per vocational Training Rules.

(ii) Contractor must immediately after deploying the Contract Workers, get their Initial Medical Examination done at Company Hospital/Company recogonised Hospital. The expendi​ture towards Medical Examination of Contract Workers shall be borne by KIOCL Ltd.

(iii) A supervisor with experience should be deployed to ensure that the contract workers work safely and in accordance with all the provisions of Factories Act, Rules, Regulations, Byelaws and orders made thereunder.

The Contractor shall be responsible for all the safety measures as per the rules in the interest of safety of all the labourers working under him. Necessary safety appliances shall be provided to all the labourers at Contractor's cost.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

1.
The scope of work under this contract includes carrying out following works in conveyor leading from CB 5.02 and CB 5.04 in Lime Stone Day Bin Building to CB 5.4 (discharge end) drive end building in LCG Plant of Pellet Plant, KIOCL Ltd., Panambur (the sketch showing the proposed area of modification is enclosed as Annexure).

a) To dismantle the damaged/rusted steel structures.  

b) To dismantle/remove AC sheets roof, side claddings, louvers/ventilators etc.
c) To strengthen the existing steel structures, wherever required, using owner supplied steel items and to fabricate and erect new steel structures as per the M/s. MECON’s drawing or as directed by Engineer-in-charge.
d) To replace the floor gratings, wherever required.
e) To provide AC sheets for roof, side claddings and louvers including providing AC ridges and PGI flashings.

f) Removal of existing light fittings with steel supports, junction box switch, cable support, trays & re-fixing the same after refurbishing of steel structures either in the same location or in new location as per the instructions of Engineer-in-charge. 

2. It is the responsibility of the contractor to employ suitable and experienced workmen to carry out all works mentioned in 1 above and in Schedule of work including providing a qualified supervisor for overall supervision at site on day-to-day basis.

3. Contractor should deploy sufficient resources to complete the work within the scheduled completion time, which is four months from the date of issue of Work Order.
4. Contractor shall visit the site of work to acquaint himself with location, type/nature of work involved, plant working conditions, site conditions available and other environments and related aspects prevailing in plant area which are contingent upon the scope of each work envisaged under this contract before submitting the tender. They are advised to discuss and fully acquaint with the type/nature of work, terms and conditions of the contract with the Engineer –in-charge before submitting the tender. The work has to be carried out in running plant.
5. Site for office cum storage shed shall be provided free of cost by Owner, subject to availability. Contractor shall construct storage cum office structure in the location shown by owner within the plant area at his cost. No site for labour camp or accommodations shall be provided by owner.

6. Site of work is within the prohibited area. All entries/exits for men and materials shall be through the main gate only which is manned by Central Industrial security force staff. Entry/gate passes duly countersigned by Owner are therefore required to be furnished at the main gate.

7. All materials brought to the site shall be properly safe guarded and protected against the theft and weather conditions. Necessary progress report/ register should be maintained by the contractor for recording the day-to-day progress of work with relevant details of the area in the same building, steel issue/consumption and other work related items like strength of labour deployed, materials, equipment brought to site etc.

8. Structural steel, AC sheet, AC ridges, PGI sheets and other sheeting accessories like sheeting bolts, plate washers and bitumen washers shall be provided by Owner to the contractor free of cost at central stores laydown area. All other materials and consumables including welding transformer, junction box, electrical panel board, extension for power cable as may be required for this work shall be arranged by contractor at his cost.

9. Owner’s forklift, subject to availability will be provided on free of cost for shifting owner issue items from owner’s stores to work spot and to shifting/return of dismantled structural steel items. However, contractor shall make his own arrangement at his cost for transportation of dismantled AC sheets. All other tools and tackles required for this work shall be arranged by Contractor at his cost.
10. Contractor shall keep a proper account of all materials issued/drawn from owner’s stores and properly account and reconcile after retrieving/salvaging the good materials, if any.  
11. After completion of the job the work site to be cleaned/cleared of all scrap and other waste materials generated during the work.
12. Wastages to be considered as per GCC of KIOCL Ltd., which is available for reference in the office of Sr Manager (Projects & PC).  
13. Water required for the work shall be made available at one point, on free of cost basis depending upon the availability. Contractor has to make his own arrangements for distribution and storage.
14. Power required for the work shall be made available at one point. Contractor shall make his own arrangements for distribution lines. All equipments, welding transformers, tools and tackles including scaffoldings, ladders and ropes required for the job shall be supplied and maintained in serviceable conditions by the contractor and strictly fulfill the safety requirements of tools and equipments. Since the work is to be under taken in running plant, all necessary precautions required for safe guarding the men and equipments (Owners equipment) shall be ensured at all times during execution of the work.

15. General working hours on all weekly days except Sundays and holidays are from 8:30AM to 5:00 PM. In case work has to be carried out beyond normal working hours or on Sundays and holidays, separate permission is required, which can be obtained from concerned officials on applying for the same in writing.  Contractor should carryout the work in running plant. Further hot permit/height permit shall be obtained from Owner before taking up the work in certain critical location. These permits will be given depending upon Plant situation. Whenever the front is made available contractor should take up the work and complete the same within the permitted period/shut down period, irrespective of timings.

16. Contractor should work in the area shown by Owner as per the priority in coordination with the painting agencies, if required, so that all the jobs progress simultaneously without hindrance. Accordingly the work schedule shall be sufficiently in detail to cover the manpower requirement, tools/equipments/tackles and all other materials that is proposed to be inducted in the work.

17. Workmanship: 

17.1 The workmanship shall be as per prevailing standards.

17.2 6013 welding electrodes of reputed make like Advani Orlicon/ESAB/D&H shall be used for the work. The same is to be approved by Engineer-in-charge.
17.3 Weld thickness shall be minimum 6 mm (2 runs), unless otherwise specified.

17.4 Platforms should be erected by providing stitch welding at 450 mm c/c and about 50 mm in length. Gratings should be erected by providing tack welding. For all other structures full welding shall be providing. These details are only indicative. Decision of Engineer-in-charge depending upon site conditions shall be final.
18. Safety precaution.

(i) The nature of work is in the specified building as above and contractor shall provide all proper/appropriate tools and tackles necessary for the execution of work.  Contractor shall provide for all safety appliances including safety shoes, safety belts/helmets etc necessary for the work. Workers and supervisors found with inadequate safety measures shall not be allowed to work.

(ii) Since the work is at heights, it is imperative on the part of the contractor that a qualified and experienced supervisor shall be posted at the location to avoid any accidents due to negligent manner of workman ship by the workmen.

(iii) Each day’s work shall be completed on the same day itself i.e. work with half completion, half erection of structural steel and tying with rope is strictly forbidden.  

(iv) Lowering rusted steel members shall be done by means of rope/suitable means and with proper knot. They shall not be dropped down by allowing the section to slide/fall down which may lead to accidents.

19. Mode of measurement:
a) Unit of measurement for item no.1 will be MT and the weighment details obtained from Owner’s weighbridge and MRN shall form the basis for payments.
b) Unit of measurement for item no.2 will be Lumpum and the payment will be released on completion of the entire work as mentioned in respective schedule in Schedule of Work and on due certification by Engineer-in-charge.
c) Unit of measurement for item no.3 will be MT and the quantity arrived based on standard unit weights will be considered for payment on due certification by Engineer-in-charge (wastages will not be considered for payment).

d) Unit of measurement for item no. 4, 5 & 7 will be Sq.M. Net laid area will be measured and paid on due certification by Engineer-in-charge (overlaps are not considered for payment)
e) Unit of measurement for item no.6 is pair. Each pair of ridges fixed will be considered for payment on due certification by Engineer-in-charge (no deductions for overlap).

f) Unit of measurement for item no.8 will be sq.m. Net laid area will be measured and paid on due certification by Engineer-in-charge.

20. Payment Terms: 
i) 5% of the value of work shall be deducted and retained as Security Deposit till completion of maintenance period.

ii) Initial Security Deposit (ISD) of 3% of value of work shall be adjusted immediately after the placement of Order. EMD shall be adjusted against (ISD). Balance 2% shall be recovered from each running bill. The security deposit shall be refunded after successful completion of maintenance period.
iii) Statutory deductions towards all applicable taxes shall be made as per rules.

21. TAXES & DUTIES: This clause shall be applicable not withstanding any other clause related to taxes & duties mentioned elsewhere in this tender document:

a) This work is deemed to be a works contract. The rate quoted shall be inclusive of all taxes applicable for this work except Service Tax.
