1.	Material:  LIMESTONE

2.		Quantity: 600 MT +/- 5 % 

3.		Taxes & Statutory Levies:
Price quoted should be inclusive of all taxes and statutory levies as applicable. VAT/CST/Service Tax percentage and VAT /CST / Service Tax value is to be separately shown in the invoice. However, if there is an introduction of any additional statutory levies during the currency of the contract, the same will be applicable for supplies from the date of effectiveness of such fresh levies.

4.	Paying Authority:  Senior Manager (F & A), KIOCL, Pellet Plant,   M’lore - 575 010.

6.	Delivery:
The supplies shall commence within 2 days after order confirmation /placement of order at the rate of 200 MT per day or as stipulated by us till completion of supplies.  The supplies shall be uniformly spread-over the delivery period and the ordered quantity shall have to be delivered within the scheduled delivery period of one week. However, in view of urgent requirement, it is requested to improve the supply quantity per day. The successful bidder is also requested to commence delivery as immediately as possible.

7.		Risk Purchase: 
In the event, if the stipulated delivery schedule is not adhered to, KIOCL will
reserve the right to procure the material from other sources at the risk and cost of the successful bidder to ensure uninterrupted supply for continuous operation of the plant.
 
8.		Determination of Quality: 
8.1	Pre-dispatch Sampling: Pre-dispatch sampling will be carried out by an independent assayer nominated by KIOCL. The Bidder shall offer the materials in   their premises in stacks of 250 MT for sampling.   The Bidder shall provide   necessary tools and implements required for screening and preparation of the representative sample.
8.2	Analysis:  The representative sample prepared as at 8.1 will be analyzed to ascertain conformity of   the material to the tendered specification (Annexure-I) and results obtained thereof shall be final for all purposes including payment.
