The Contractor shall make his own arrangements for filling fuel and lubricants to tippers on daily basis 
or as and when required  at site it self before 8.30 AM.

The contractor should ensure that  the tippers are equipped with  Odometer, which will indicate the 
number of kilometer run and ensure that it always in working condition. In case any break down to the 
Odometer, same should be certified by the shift in 
charge/site in 
charge and average 
Kilometers 
of remaining Odometer working, tippers should  be taken for the shift for 
payment purpose till  
odometer is repaired.
  3.      
 Logbook to be maintained for the vehicle movement and should be countersigned by Engineer-in-
charge in every shift and attendance register is to be maintained for driver and cleaner.

 Contractor shall provide minimum one tipper of 20 Ton capacity of model 2004 and above and one 
tipper of 10 Ton capacity of model 2004 and above and both should be in good working condition.
