1. The tippers are used for shifting / transportation of Pig Iron from existing PCM/Wagons, directly from new PCM, Iron ore pellet, Iron ore lump, Limestone, Dolomite, Manganese Ore, Quartzite , Coke, Iron ore fines, coke fines, Dust, Dry pig slag, Granulated slag and any other material from one area to another area inside BF unit, KIOCL Limited project site, inside PPU & PFU, KIOCL Limited also between BF Unit, KIOCL Limited and PPU & PFU, KIOCL Limited and to any other area as instructed by engineer-in-charge.

2. Tippers should transport pig iron directly from new PCM to pig iron storage yards as per direction of engineer in-charge.

3. The quoted rate shall include fuel charges, Lubricants etc.  The contractor shall make his own arrangements for filling fuel at site on daily basis or as and when required.

4. The contractor should ensure that the Tippers are equipped with Odometer, which will indicate the number of kilometres run and ensure that it is always in working condition.  In case Odometer is not working, preceding 15 days average will be taken as basis for purpose of payment.

5. Logbook to be maintained for the vehicle movement and should be countersigned by Engineer-in-charge in each shift.

6. Contractor shall provide One number Tipper each of 20 Ton and 10 Ton capacity and they should be in good working condition.  The vehicle should have all currently valid legal documents including emission.

7. This requirement is directly connected with the production and hence the contractor shall ensure that the equipment is available to BF Unit, KIOCL Limited and PPU& PFU, KIOCL Limited round the clock.  Charges will be debited from the corresponding bill on pro-rata basis for tipper non-availability irrespective of the duration.  If break down period is more than 2 hours, contractor shall make necessary arrangements to provide a replacement equipment of the similar specification immediately.  In case the contractor fails to provide a replacement, BF Unit, KIOCL Limited shall make necessary arrangements and the cost incurred shall be back charged to the contractor.

8. The contractor shall provide with his expenses experienced Supervisor Drivers and Cleaners to each Tipper on 24 X 7 basis.  The contractor should provide with his expenses additional manpower for over time, relieving / leave of absence etc.   He shall also provide at site, maintenance crew along with spare part kits, tools and tackles with his expenses in order to reduce the down time of the tipper. 
9. It is Contractor’s Driver and Cleaner’s responsibility to unload the fines from fines bunkers by operating sector gate, to load the same on to the tipper.
10. The Tipper should carry upto 20 Ton & 10 Ton load on 20 Ton and 10 Ton Tipper respectively.
11. The rate quoted shall be inclusive of all expenses of fuel, oil, and lubricants.  It shall also cover the salary and overhead expenses of supervisor, drivers, cleaners, maintenance crew and any other payment that will become payable to them as per law and rules in force from time to time.

12. Contractor shall take all the steps to cover the Supervisor, drivers, cleaners, and maintenance crew under all the statutory provisions in force from time to time and shall be liable for all payments required to be made under the various labour legislations.
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13. Any damage to the company’s property by contractor/ his personal will be back charged to him.

14. The timings and running KM’s of the Tippers usage should be recorded by the driver and counter signed by users and payment will be made once in a month as per given schedule of quantities.

15. Contractor shall comply with all statutory requirements viz., labour laws, licence, PF, ESI, work permits, safety etc., for his site personnel.

16. PF & ESI of Contractor employees will be deducted as per statutory requirement. If contractor do not have own PF & ESI Code number, payment of PF & ESI as per statute should be credited to BFU, KIOCL  Limited Company PF & ESI account. 

17. Contractor shall maintain all records viz., attendance, monthly PF remittance statement, ESI, wage register etc., and submit to concerned BF Unit, KIOCL Limited/ PPU & PFU, KIOCL Limited authorities for endorsement before submission of monthly bills, without which no payment will be released.  BF Unit. 20. 2. The quantities given in the ‘schedule of quantities’ are approximate and may vary. Some of the items may not be executed; no claims by the Contractor on account of variations, omissions & modifications will be entertained.

3. No escalation is admissible on any account whatsoever.

4. Mode of measurement for the work shall be as per IS -1200 latest edition. Unless otherwise specified for items not covered in IS-1200, CPWD standard shall be adopted.  
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5. Rates quoted against schedule of items shall include all materials, labour machinery expense and hire charges, applicable Taxes, Royalties transport, maintenance incidents enabling work etc.  based on the conditions mentioned herein. Unless otherwise specified in the tender schedule the rates for all items will be deemed to include all leads, lifts & descents in the work.

6. The work executed shall be maintained in good condition for a period of NIL Months from the date of completion including repair required if any at Contractor’s cost. If the Contractor fails to fulfill his obligation during the maintenance period the same shall be got done by the owner at contractor's risk and cost.  

Security Deposit

7. (a) Within  15 days of the award of the Contract, Contractor shall deposit with BF Unit, KIOCL Limited an initial Security Deposit of 3% (three percent) of the Contract Value and the same shall be in cash or in any of the following forms.

9. Statutory deduction towards all applicable taxes shall be made as per rules.  

10. Royalties if any for materials applicable shall have to be paid by the Contractor and included in the cost of tender.

11. All Safety appliances like Helmet, shoes etc. have to be provided by the Contractor to all his workers and Supervisors at no extra cost of BF Unit, KIOCL Limited, and to all his staff.  None of the workmen without safety appliances shall be allowed to work. The contractor has to consider the cost of safety appliances while quoting the tender. 

12. Safety requirements : -

a) Contractor and his work force shall follow strictly, all the safety rules given in General Safety rules, specially for contractor and contractor’s labours, a copy of which is kept at our office for reference and instructions given by Engineer-in-charge/ Safety Dept. from time to time in the course of job. 
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b) None of contractor’s men shall move out side the specified limit of working place. 

c) All the persons deployed on the job shall use safety helmets and goggles, shoes, safety belts and hand gloves as applicable. Any person found without the safety gadgets shall be removed from the work site. 

d) Contractor shall use only standard and tested lifting tools/ tackles on the job and shall produce relevant test certificate on demand by owner’s Engineer-in-charge/ Safety Dept.

e) Supervisor and employees deployed on job has to undergo training by  BF Unit, KIOCL Limited, BF Unit Safety unit along with contractor, if he has not undergone such training previously.  This training should be undergone before issue of gate pass.

13.The contractor shall abide by the provisions in the Water consent; Air consent  and Hazardous management consent applicable to our company.  

14.The Contractor shall abide with all the provisions contained in Factories Act   

     1948 and Rules/Regulation/Bylaws/orders made there under.

15.The Contractor should obtain Insurance Policy to cover the risk of the labours under Workmen Compensation Act and should be produced before starting the work.

17. Time of Completion and Liquidated Damages.
