INSTRUCTIONS TO INTENDING TENDERER

1. Technical Specifications: The detailed technical specifications of Anhydrous Mudgun Mass shall be provided in Technical BID.

2. Inspection: Inspection shall be carried out on receipt at KIOCL LTD, BF Unit Stores, Panambur, Mangalore.

3. Payment Terms: 100% payment shall be made against receipt of material in good condition and release of Good Receipt Note (GRN).  KIOCL has introduced payment through RTGS and hence you may please furnish the following information in your Invoice to enable us to transfer the payment to your Account.  Name of the Bank, Branch & City, Account Number, Account Type (SB or Current), MICR Code, IFS Code, and RTGS Code if available in addition to IFS Code.
4. Delivery Schedule: On staggered basis as and when required by the Consignee.
5. Test & Guarantee Certificates: The material test certificate and guarantee certificate shall be submitted along with the supply.
6. Committed freight: The material shall be despatched through any authorized Bank approved transporter on F.O.R Panambur basis and the committed freight charges from your works to our Plant may please be indicated.
7. Sales Tax, Excise Duty, Delivery charges, packing charges and other charges if any, must be shown separately in the quotations.

8. Tender Sample.  When required for examination and test, shall be supplied by the supplier free of cost.  Where return of the sample is required, the fact must be clearly mentioned in the tender and the sample of unaccepted portion thereof shall be collected by the suppliers from the office within 3 (three) months from the last date of the receipt of the quotations or within 15 (fifteen) days from the date of receipt of intimation for removal of the sample falling which the sample will be disposed of without further notice.

9. Leaflet/literature etc. showing full particulars of the stores should be submitted along with the quotation if possible.

10. It should be certified that the rates quoted are the same as charged to DGS & D, Govt. Organizations and undertakings.

11. Quotations should as far as possible, be free from corrections and errors: corrections if any should be initialed.

12. No revision in prices will be entertained after the tenders are opened.

13. The owner reserves to him the right to accept the lowest or any tender either wholly or in part without assigning any reason and also to take 25 percent more or less of materials on any order placed against this enquiry.

14. The supplier would be responsible for proper packing of the goods to withstand the transit hazards till safe arrival at the final destination of the Purchaser.

15. Purchaser has taken Marine Cum Erection Policy to cover damages during the transit.  The details of the policy/declaration to be made can be had from this office on placement of order.
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16. Security Deposit: On acceptance of the tender, the supplier shall, at the option of the owner and within the period specified by him, deposit with him a security deposit not exceeding ten percent (10%) of the tendered value of the contract in the form of a bank guarantee obtained from State Bank of India or other nationalized banks, as per the proforma available with the owner.  If the supplier is called upon by the owners to deposit ‘security’ and the supplier fails to provide the security within the period specified, such failure will constitute a breach of the contract and the owner shall be entitled to make other arrangements at the risk and expense of the supplier. On due performance and completion of the contract in all respects, the security deposit will be returned to the supplier without any interest on presentation of an absolute ‘No Demand Certificate’.

17. Material testing charges: During the course of Inspection carried out by the authorized representative of the owner, the supplier shall afford at his own expense, all necessary facilities including testing of materials at the option of the owner, to ensure that the stores are being or have been manufactured as per the particulars specified in the contract.

18. Risk Purchase:

a. If the goods received at the final destination of the owner are received in a damaged condition or are not of the contracted quality and specification, the owner shall be entitled (not withstanding the fact that title to the goods shall have passed to the owner) to reject the goods altogether and claim damages or cancel the contract and buy his requirement in the open market at the risk and cost of the supplier.

b. Time and date of delivery will be the essence of the contract and should the supplier fail to make delivery within the time period (s) specified in the contract, the owner shall be entitled immediately on such failure or at any time thereafter, to cancel the contract or the portion thereof in default and to purchase the goods elsewhere at the risk and cost of the supplier.

c. In both (A) & (B) above, the owner also reserves for himself the right to forfeit the security deposit placed by the supplier for the fulfillment of the contract.

19. Delayed delivery and liquidated damages:  The owner shall have the option to accept delivery of goods after the original stipulated delivery period in the purchase order and in case of acceptance of delayed delivery, the owner shall recover or retain from the supplier as liquidated damages a sum equal to one percent (1%) of the price of the goods which the supplier has failed to ship as aforesaid, for each month or part of a month during which such shipment(s) may be delayed subject to maximum limit of five percent (5%) of the contract value.

20. Goods despatched either by VPP or by documents presented through Banks will not be accepted unless previously arranged with Purchaser.

21. Conditions of contract KIOCL P/1 and General Conditions of Contract for Indigenous supply shall apply to this enquiry, which can be had from this office.  Tenderers shall be deemed to have read and accepted the said conditions on quoting against this enquiry.
