  1  Item No. 1 : C.I.PIPE LINE LEAKAGES :

     --------------------------------------

    Earth work is to be done to the required length, width and depth to attend to C.I.  pipe line leakages and to a sufficient depth below the C.I. pipe line.

     The plumber will attend to the stoppage of leakage through pipe line joints. After the rectification of leakage through joints, back filling is to be done properly by the agency. Min. Two Nos. of labourers are to be deployed for the job. Adequate labourers have to be deployed depending upon the type of job and leakage occurred and as per the site conditions. Benching to be done in the slopes to avoid sliding of earth where the depth excavation is more than 1.5 M.
